2 DAY ITINERARY

DAY | (LUNCH, DINNER)
The day starts early as we pick you up from your accommodation at
about 5.45am to finalise ticketing and then get on the road to begin

our journey.

From Alice we head off to Oak Valley Aboriginal Community to spend
the morning checking out the sights including rock paintings and
carvings with your Aboriginal Host. From here we head along the
Hugh River Stock Route to Owen Springs Reserve, 4-wheel driving
along bush tracks through this old cattle station emerging at the West
MacDonnell Ranges. The MacDonnell Ranges stretch for over 200km
in length enabling us to explore some stunning gorges, refreshing
waterholes and walks through a landscape unique to this part of the
world. The day will be packed with information, swimming, short walks
and time out to enjoy your surrounds.

Highlights included are Oak Valley Aboriginal Community, Hugh River
Stock Route, Owen Springs Reserve, Ormiston Gorge and Glen
Helen. Be on the watch for Rock Wallabies and other fauna that use
the retreat of the rugged ranges as a safe haven. At the day's end we
set up our bush camp for a night under the stars on the Finke River,
cooking dinner over the campfire and sharing a few tales with an ale
around the fire in true outback style.

DAY | (LUNCH, DINNER)

After picking you up from your accommodation in Alice Springs bright and early
at 5.45am, we complete ticketing and introductions and then hit the road on our
adventure of a lifetime. (For those commencing in Uluru we will collect you from the
airport or Ayers Rock Resort).

Our journey begins heading south to Erldunda travelling through the Waterhouse
and James Ranges with a stop at The Camel Farm for refreshments and a Camel
ride if you're keen*. We also stop at Mt Ebenezer Roadhouse where you can view
or purchase Aboriginal artefacts. On the way to Uluru (Ayers Rock) we view Atilla
(Mount Connor), a mesa tableland and the first significant rock formation of our trip.

After a stop for lunch and our arrival at the Uluru-Kata Tjuta National Park, we head
to the Cultural Centre and the opportunity to learn about the local Aboriginal law
and religion (Tjukurpa) before a short guided walk at the base of Uluru. At this
point you can take a full base walk, climb (2-2.5hrs) Uluru if you choose, or join the
Aboriginal guided Kuniya walk®.

Of course no Uluru adventure tour would be complete without experiencing the
famous changing colours of Uluru at sunset, complete with sparkling wine and nibbles.
[t's a great time to kick back and contemplate the day and the vastness of the desert.
